Tim got help at the Salvation Army in Memphls and was discipled by men there and Tim began accepting that
there is a God and began asking questions like, “why has he left me on earth? and “what is my purpose?” He began real-
izing that there had to be a reason God kept him on earth. He felt like God had something for him to accomplish that
would glorify God and bless others.
